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INTRODUCTION

In the totesport Cheltenham Gold Cup in March, we saw the climax to a duel
which had caught the public’s imagination in a way which had perhaps not
occurred since 1964, when the decisive battle between Arkle and Mill House
took place over the same fences. There was a clear winner on 14th March, just
as there had been 44 years ago. Let us fervently hope that Denman and Kauto
Star stay fit and well, to resume the battle on the same stage next spring and,
who knows, there may be one or two others coming through the ranks to
challenge them.

Let us also remember that neither of these great champions was last season’s
highest rated steeplechaser. That honour went to Master Minded when he strode
clear of the opposition in the Seasons Holidays Queen Mother Champion
Steeplechase, the day before. What a season of racing we had, and what a lot to
look forward to, with all the leading players ready to take the stage again.

2008/09 was a good year for the Jump Pattern generally, with only eight of
the Pattern races (7%) and two of the Listed races (5%) failing to meet their
parameters. All of the Grade 1 races, both novice and open, were well ahead of
the required standard. The evidence suggests again that we have had in recent
years a vintage crop of jumping stock, both steeplechasers and hurdlers, and not
just the champions. The wealth of talent listed in the Anglo-Irish ratings (printed
later in this book) bears that out.

The sceptic would say that our parameters are too low, that we are making
black type too easy to obtain. The signs are however that this is not the answer,
except in a few isolated cases. The number of races which failed to reach their
parameters, say ten years ago, is appreciably higher than is the case now.
Indeed in the interim the standard required from novice races has been raised by
5Ib.

A comparison between the required rating levels for our Pattern and Listed
races and those in Ireland shows that, in general, the ratings required are just
the same on either side of the water. There are small differences here and there,
which we shall be looking at in more detail in the coming year, but for the
essential Grade 1 and Grade 2 open races, the pinnacle of the sport, the Irish
and the British qualification ratings are the same. It is however notable that,
while some two thirds of both the top steeplechasers and the top hurdlers are
trained in Britain, when it comes to breeding Ireland produces about half of the
horses in both categories, with France in second place and Britain producing
fewer than one fifth.

For a few years around the millennium, quality Flat racers without a stud
career were almost automatically being bought to go flat racing abroad, but now
an increasing number of them are being kept or bought for hurdle racing at
home. A significant reason must be the substantial increases in prize money for
the flagship races, and we give our thanks as always to the enlightened sponsors
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for their support. What better publicity could they have than to associate their
brands with these historic events, at the heart of British sporting life?

2008/09 will see the second year of the expanded Pattern of Grade 2 and
Listed races confined to mares. When this programme was announced in 2007,
there was concern in some quarters as to whether the new races would achieve
their rating parameters; that it might take at least a season or two for owners to
invest in a sufficient pool of quality race mares to make these races thrive.

How wrong the doubters were! All but one of the mares’ black type races
achieved their parameters in 2007/08, culminating in the Grade 2 David
Nicholson Mares’ Hurdle Race at Cheltenham in March, which passed the test
with nearly a stone to spare. Not only that, but the majority of each of the fields
(including 11 of the 13 runners at Cheltenham) were British trained. Without
being chauvinistic, it is gratifying to see that British based owners and trainers
have brought into training and kept in training the high quality race mares which
we hope will form the bedrock of the British breeding industry in future years.
We now have a mares’ black type programme to equal the opportunities in
Ireland and France.

Two new Grade 2 Pattern races have been created for the 2008/09 season,
to fill gaps in the previous series of opportunities, both over 2% miles or so: a
Novice Hurdle race at Cheltenham in November and a Novice Steeplechase at
Aintree during the Grand National meeting. In addition two former Listed races
have been promoted to Grade 3, on the basis of the quality of their fields in
recent years; the TurfTV New Year Handicap Steeplechase over 2 miles
5 furlongs at Cheltenham on New Year's Day and the Fred Winter Juvenile
Novices’ Handicap Hurdle Race at Cheltenham in March. There are also five
new Listed races, all of them existing races which provide important
opportunities in the programme and which have proved their worth.

There are no demotions from the Pattern this time, although the
Sub-Committee actively reviews in detail the performance of every race which
is close to failing the Pattern Race Ground Rules. The award of black type, and
hence the award of Pattern and Listed status to the races which qualify, are not
matters to be treated lightly, and not every race which achieves the necessary
ratings will necessarily find its way into this book. It must always be
remembered that the original and continuing purpose of the Pattern is to
provide just that: a logical series of opportunities, to enable the best horses to
run regularly and to compete with one another for a proper level of prize money:
to provide a realistic yardstick of quality for the breeding industry, keen
competition for the betting industry and especially the unrivalled spectacle
which top class steeplechasers and hurdlers provide for every enthusiast.

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THE ORDER OF MERIT
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Now in its fifth season the Order of Merit is an exciting initiative aimed at
supporting the best races over hurdles and fences during the winter season, by
encouraging increased competition amongst the top equine athletes and
providing a narrative for racegoers to follow.

The level of competition has certainly been raised within the Jump Pattern
(Grade 1, 2 and 3 races) since the introduction of the Order of Merit. The
number of Jump Pattern races with 8 or more runners has risen from an average
of 32 races in the five seasons preceding the Order of Merit, to 46 races
(representing 70% of all Order of Merit races) in the 07/08 season. This in turn
serves to enhance the prestige and appeal of Jump Racing in Great Britain.

The Order of Merit is a points based system which covers all Grade 1, 2 and
3 non-Novices' races run between October and April. Horses accrue points
throughout the winter season and at the end, the horse with the most points will
win the Order of Merit, and the £200,000 first prize.

The scoring system is designed to reflect the grade of each race and points
will be awarded to horses depending on their finishing position. The scoring
system is as follows:

2nd 16 12 8

4th 10 8 5

This is the ninth full Anglo-Irish Jump Classification. It classifies the best steeplechasers and hurdlers
that were trained in either Britain or Ireland or that ran in Britain or Ireland during the 2007-2008
season.

Thus it contains French and German trained horses if their performances merited inclusion. It is not a
handicap but a retrospective measurement of best sustainable performances during the recent
season.

The classifications are for all chasers and hurdlers down to a rating of 140. The steeplechasers are
divided into distance categories of 2 miles, 2.5 miles and 3 miles plus and are included in the list in
which the handicappers believe they have put up their best performance. Champions may be
included twice if they have put up their best performance in a different category.

The hurdle categories are similar except that they are divided into two distances of 2 miles and 2.5
miles plus.

There is a separate classification identifying Novices rated above 140. Juvenile Hurdlers are included
in the Novice section.

Horses trained in Ireland have * appended after their name. Horses trained in France have **
appended and horses trained in Germany have *** appended. Mares are in italics.

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GROUND RULES FOR THE JUMP PATTERN

1. INTRODUCTION

a) The Jump Pattern will be administered by the Jump Racing Sub Committee of the British
Horseracing Authority, reporting to the British Horseracing Authority’s Racing Committee.
The Secretariat will be provided by the British Horseracing Authority’s Racing Department.

b)  The Jump Racing Sub Committee will aim to achieve a balance of Graded races within the
Pattern, so that there are more Grade 2 races than Grade 1, and that the total number of
Grade 2 races should exceed the combined number of Grade 1 and 3 races.

c)  All Jump races within Great Britain will be eligible to apply for Pattern status provided they
comply with the criteria set out below.

2. GENERAL RULES FOR RACES IN THE JUMP PATTERN

Every race in the Jump Pattern must conform to the following rules:

a) It should have no indigenous conditions.

b) Grade 1 and 2 races must have a permanent element in the title, to which a prefix or suffix

may be added.

) It must justify its grading by the quality of its runners, assessed primarily by the ratings of
the best four horses, over a rolling three-year period.

d) The Pattern Race ratings below are the standard that a race should achieve to justify

Pattern status.

A Pattern Race rating is the average of the annual ratings achieved by a race over a three-year
period. The annual rating is the average of the end of season handicap ratings of the four highest
rated horses in the race. If a race attracts less than four runners, then a rating of 100 will be
inserted to make up the fourth (and where necessary third) rating. Where a race has been
abandoned, the annual rating is calculated by taking an average of the four highest rated entries

in the race at the time of abandonment.

CHANGES TO THE JUMP PATTERN

Any changes to races within the Jump Pattern must be agreed by the Jump Racing Sub
Committee and subsequently approved by the Racing Committee. All proposed changes for the
forthcoming season must be submitted to the Racing Department by the end of May. No
applications will be considered after this date, unless otherwise directed by the Board in

exceptional circumstances. For the purposes of the Ground Rules, changes are defined as:

a) Any change of a Grade of a Pattern race.

b) Any change to the conditions or date of a Pattern race.

c) Any change to the permanent element in the name of a Pattern race.

d) A change of more than 50% in the total value of a Grade 2 or 3 Pattern race.

e) The introduction of a new Pattern race.

f)  The deletion of an existing Pattern race.

RULES GOVERNING JUMP PATTERN RACE CHANGES

(a) The following rules shall apply to the upgrading of races by Grade and admission of
new races to the Pattern, and shall be waived only in exceptional circumstances.

(i)  To qualify for upgrading or admission to the Pattern, a race must have been run with similar
conditions and comparable prize money, and on approximately the same date, for the last

three years at least.

(i)  Promotion or admission of a race must be justified by the quality of the runners, assessed
by the ratings of the best four horses, in the last three years at least. The criteria shall be

the standard ratings for Pattern Grades set out in paragraph 2.4.

(iii) No race shall be eligible for promotion to Grade 1 or 2 if this would involve a clash liable to

have adverse effects on an existing Grade 1 or 2 race.

(iv) A new race satisfying the requirements for admission to the Pattern must be introduced as
a Grade 2 race (if a weight-for-age event or limited handicap) or a Grade 3 race (if an open

handicap).

(b) The following rules shall apply to the downgrading/deletion of Pattern races:-

(i) At the Jump Racing Sub Committee’s end of season meeting, any race will be subject to
downgrading/deletion if its Pattern Race rating (three-year average of the annual ratings) is

below the required parameter.

If the Sub Committee decides that a race should be downgraded or deleted from the Pattern,
the relevant racecourse will be notified and offered one further running of the race in an
attempt to rectify its failings. However, the Sub Committee must be satisfied that the
racecourse in question can devise effective measures to encourage runners of the required
quality.

If the Sub Committee decides not to downgrade or delete Pattern status from a race which
has achieved a Pattern Race rating below the required parameter, the racecourse
concerned will be notified in writing of the race’s under-performance and of the Sub
Committee’s concern. The Sub Committee will expect the racecourse to take measures that
will attempt to boost the rating of the race.

In assessing upgrades, admissions, downgrades or deletions of races to/from the Pattern,
the Jump Racing Sub Committee will not take decisions based solely on ratings criteria.
Other factors will additionally be taken into account, including:-

The average field size attracted by the race.

The effect on the shape of the British Jump Pattern as a whole, including especially
geographical considerations.

ORDERS RELATING TO BREEDERS' PRIZE ELIGIBILITY

Subject to Sub-Order (v) below the breeder of an eligible Horse (as recorded in the
General Stud Book or the Non-Thoroughbred Register "the Recorded Breeder"), will be
qualified to receive a Breeders' Prize payment in respect of relevant races won by an
eligible Horse as laid down in Instruction J4. Such payment is subject to acceptance at
the Racing Calendar Office of an application signed on the prescribed form by the
Recorded Breeder for registration of the Horse concerned under the Breeders’ Prize
Scheme. Whilst applications received from Recorded Breeders prior to death or
bankruptcy or, being a body corporate, prior to liquidation or having a receiver appointed
or an administration order presented against it, will validate subsequent successes by any
Horse, no payments will, save as mentioned in Sub-Order (iv) below, be made in relation
to applications for other Horses made by Executors or Personal Representative(s) of the
deceased, or of any Liquidator, Receiver or Administrative Receiver even if the Recorded
Breeder could have applied in his lifetime or prior to liquidation, receivership or
administrative receivership.

The Recorded Breeder on such application must certify that the Horse concerned was
either:

(a) foaled in Great Britain and, subject to Sub-Order (iii) below, did not leave Great
Britain before July 1st of the year following the year of birth except that, in the
year of its birth, it may have accompanied its dam to a stallion outside Great
Britain, provided that it returned with its dam to Great Britain before October 1st
of that year or, if the dam has died abroad, returned alone to Great Britain before
October 1st of that year, or

(b)  foaled while its dam was visiting a stallion outside Great Britain, provided that it
returned with its dam to Great Britain before October 1st of the year of its birth or,
if the dam has died abroad, returned alone to Great Britain before October 1st of
the year of its birth and that, subject to Sub-Order (iii) below, it did not again leave
Great Britain before July 1st of the following year.

(a) A Horse which is otherwise qualified under Sub-Order (ii)(a) or (b) above shall not
be disqualified from the Breeders’ Prize Scheme if it is exported from Great Britain
having been sold in the year of its birth or as a yearling, under the hammer, by
public auction in Great Britain at Tattersalls Ltd., Doncaster Bloodstock Sales
Ltd., or Brightwells.

(b)  In respect of Steeple Chases, Hurdle races and National Hunt Flat races, a Horse
which is otherwise qualified under Sub-Order (ii)(a) or (b) above shall not be
disqualified from the Breeders’ Prize Scheme if it is exported from Great Britain
having been sold in the year of its birth or as a yearling, under the hammer, by
public auction outside of Great Britain, but it shall only be entitled to receive a
Breeders’ Prize to that which would normally be payable. The level of such
reduced Breeders’ Prizes payable in these circumstances is as specified in
Instruction J4.

In the case of the death of a Recorded Breeder recorded in the General Stud Book
or the Non Thoroughbred Register as the sole breeder, where the deceased was a
partner in the business of breeding racehorses ("the Business"), and the surviving
partner or partners continue with the Business following the death of the
Recorded Breeder, the surviving partner or partners may, upon such evidence
being produced as may from time to time be required by the Directors, and
subject as hereinafter provided, seek to be registered himself at the Racing
Calendar Office as a Recorded Breeder in respect of the Business, but the
Directors shall have the same right to decline or suspend registration as they
would have had in the case of the deceased before his death.

At their absolute discretion the Directors may be prepared to waive the
requirement that the person or persons becoming entitled to and in fact
continuing the operation of the Recorded Breeder following his death was, prior to
that event, a partner of the deceased. Such discretion will only be exercised in
accordance with the terms of Sub-Paragraph (d) below and will only apply to
those whose entitlement derives from the will, intestacy or comparable
proceedings consequent on the death as opposed to purchase or acquisition by
other means.

If the person becoming so entitled in accordance with Sub-Paragraphs (a) and (b)
above shall seek to be so registered, he shall deliver or send to the Racing
Calendar Office a notice in writing signed by him stating that he is carrying on the
business in succession to the deceased, together with evidence thereof. This
notice must be submitted within 180 days of the race for which the application
for a Breeders’ Prize is being made, or such later time as shall be determined by
the Directors.

The Directors shall consider an application on the evidence produced by the
person so becoming entitled (and any further evidence supplied at the request of
the Directors) in order to be satisfied that such person is carrying on the Business
in succession of the deceased Recorded Breeder. If so satisfied, then the person
becoming entitled to the Business by reason of death of the deceased shall, when
carrying on the Business, be entitled to be recorded by the Directors in succession
to the deceased for the purposes of this Order, subject to the powers of the
Directors set out in this Order.

A person becoming entitled to the Business by reason of the death of the
deceased shall, if and when recorded by the Directors as the successor to the
deceased, be entitled to:-

(i) make applications, as mentioned in Sub-Order (i) above, for Horses bred by
the deceased in the course of the Business prior to the death of the deceased
and

(ii) receive payments under the Breeders' Prize Scheme notwithstanding that
such applications for such Horses are made after the death of the deceased.

Any person who is registered under the provisions of this Sub-Order shall only be
entitled to receive payments under the Breeders’ Prize Scheme in relation to races
which are run on and after January 1st, 1999.

A horse foaled on or after 1st January 2000 to be an eligible Horse must:

(i) In respect of Flat races, in all cases the progeny of a British based sire, as
determined by the Thoroughbred Breeders’ Association.

(i) In respect of Steeple Chases, Hurdle races and National Hunt Flat races, be
the progeny of a British based sire, as determined by the Thoroughbred
Breeders’ Association, in order to qualify for full payment of Breeders’ prizes.

(b) In respect of Steeple Chases, Hurdle races and National Hunt Flat races, an
otherwise eligible Horse foaled on or after January 1st 2000, which is not the
progeny of a British based sire as determined by the Thoroughbred Breeders’
Association, shall only be entitled to receive a reduced Breeders’ Prize to that
which would normally be payable. Likewise, an eligible Horse which wins a
Steeple Chase or Hurdle race, but which had its first start in a Flat race, shall only
be entitled to receive a reduced Breeder’s Prize to that which would normally be
payable. The level of such reduced Breeders’ Prizes payable in these
circumstances is as specified in Instruction J4.

Note: 1. Horses which have left Great Britain prior to July 1st of the yearling year

other than in the exception in Sub-Order (iii) above are not eligible.

2. For the purposes of the Breeders’ Prize Money Scheme, the Recorded
Breeder is the person or entity recorded as such by the Stud Book authority.

3. The relevant races and detail concerning the operation of the Breeders’
Prize Scheme are contained in Instruction J4. This information is subject to
annual review and the relevant races only apply to the year as specified in
the Instruction.
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
